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2012…“The Year of Application & Manifestation”

Beloved it’s been a few days since we've communicated..., however, I believe today's word will be a blessing to you.  Wow...17 days and counting, you're awesome!

 

We're a few days from completing this corporate power session; now is the time to really allow God to assist you with "YOU".  Don't just deny yourself of pleasures of food and drinks and other things for 21 days and not allow significant and measurable change to come within your life.  By now, your attitude about things should be better, your disposition should be better, your love for God and of His presence should increase; your own desires should decrease and your level of "wanting to please God" should have increased.  Beloved, as we’re fasting, we want to cleanse ourselves of negative "build up deposits" and allow this time to be a time of refreshing and of renewing.  Thanks be to God for caring enough to "check us" when we need to be checked and re-directed to what's most important...Please Him. 

 

Also, a couple things I want to remind you of for this Sunday, Day 19 (January 22nd);
1. Please bring all of the prayer request from your coworkers, family, friends and alike. We're going to put all of the request on the altar, touch and agree and pray over those request with great faith and belief that God Jehovah will provide and answer our call, please don't forget to collect those request. 
2. Remember to bring your sacrificial seed offering as well; we're going to sow an offering unto the Lord while we're on this fast.  This is the first sacrificial seed of the first month of the new year, (typically know as a first fruits); beloved, I don't know what your sacrifice will be, however it should be a sacrifice, in other words a sacrifice is forfeiture of something highly valued for the sake of one thought to have a greater value.  During this fasting period, I asked you to seek the Lord for a suitable financial seed to sow into the ministry and kingdom work of God.  Beloved, I trust you will follow the leading of Holy Spirit in this area; our God will honor His word in regards to providing for you.           

Finally, as I was reading several devotionals, I thought I would share a few thoughts from them with you.  There are three things I want to share with you, which I believe will give you enough motivation and energy to finish the next five days of the fast strong and continue to remain strong and spiritually vibrant throughout the entire year.  For this year "2012" to be one of application and manifestation, we must: 
1. Refuse to Quit
2. Re-evaluate our current Goals
3. Defend our Minds. 

 

* Refuse to Quit. Isaiah 28:10 "For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; Line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little".  

 

- The secret of champions is their refusal to quit trying. Futility is merely a feeling...conquer it and keep heading toward your goals.  Begin to create small successes when the large ones seem impossible; even skyscrapers are built a brick at a time.  Beloved, quitting does not really give you what you really want.  Every step away from yesterday is significant progress.  I say again, refuse to quit. Ever. 

 

* Re-Evaluate you current Goals.  Luke 14:28 "For which of you intending to build a tower, sitteth Not down first, and Counteth the cost, wetter he have Sufficient to finish it?" 

 

- Never hesitate to re-appraise your goals and what you really want to accomplish in life.  Remember that your goals are birthed out of needs...and your needs are often seasonal...Wow.  Celebrate every page of Progress towards your goals.  Don't keep pursuing a dream that no longer capable of energizing you.  New information Creates new Goals.  New Relationships Create new Enthusiasm.  Begin to re-evaluate some things in your life.

 

* Defend you Mind.  Romans 12:2 "Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by testing you may discern what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and perfect."

 

-  Do you think change is easy? Ask anyone who has tried to break a bad habit, or change a wrong mindset and attitude, and you will discover change doesn't always feel good. It involves renewing your mind and replacing wrong mindsets with God's way of thinking and doing things. It also involves defending your mind against wrong thoughts. The daily battle confronting you, when you decide to change..., takes place in your mind. The enemy may lead you to believe you can't change or that it is too difficult to change; however, be steadfast in maintaining a mindset that is focused on God and His Word. This will be the key to your success. How do you defend your mind? You do it by capturing wrong thoughts when they come. Whenever you begin thinking in a way that doesn't line up with the Word, cast those wrong thoughts down by speaking God's Word. 

Guarding your mind takes discipline and diligence. Satan's objective is to get you to receive the negative thought, speak it, and act on it. Once you act on something he has suggested, you activate a negative cycle in your life. This is where your resolve must kick in. 

Second Corinthians 10:5 says, "Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ." God isn't going to defend your mind for you; it's your responsibility. With the Word of God in your mouth and in your heart, you can defeat the enemy's suggestions every time. 

Regardless of whether your old issues are completely resolved, once you decide to go in a new direction, you have taken the first step toward change. Make a consistent effort to keep wrong thoughts of your past out of your mind. Learn from your mistakes and press forward. Get rid of "stinking thinking" and fill your mind with the truth of the Word by studying and meditating on the Scriptures daily. 

Wrong thoughts don't have to rule your life. Guard your mind by being careful about what you look at, listen to, and talk about with others. God has given you authority over every aspect of your life, including your own mind! Fight bad thoughts with God's Word. 

Every day you will have the opportunity to go back to old ways of thinking. From your interactions with others, to personal decisions, you will have to choose God's thoughts over your own. You can do it! You're not alone on your road to change; the Spirit of God and His Word are there to help you. Decide today to turn away from anything that doesn't line up with His Word. 

Ephesians 4:21-24 declares, "Since you have heard about Jesus and have learned the truth that comes from him, throw off your old sinful nature and your former way of life, which is corrupted by lust and deception. Instead, let the Spirit renew your thoughts and attitudes. Put on your new nature, created to be like God—truly righteous and holy." This is your new identity in Christ Jesus. Put forth your best effort to keep yourself in the right frame of mind. Stay in the Word and keep out the wrong influences as an act of your will. When you become a good custodian over your thought life, you will be victorious over negative thoughts.
